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The carpal tunnel carries the main
nerve to the fingers and tendons
that flex them. In carpal tunnel syn-
drome, repeated bending of the

wrist causes irritation that makes
fluid build up in the sheath of the
tendons. The tunnel narrows, com-
pressing nerve fibers, which can
cause tingling, numbness or pain
and inhibit finger movement.
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
